Today we focus entirely on Myanmar since 1980. 

Thru the texts and  photos you will discover the results of 
our work in Yangon, Mandalay, Myishina, Sittwee, and naturally Tandwe and naturally Myeick. 
You can verify that we have achieved our objectives for 2009. Achievements and progress are an expression of 
what we call our CREDO: Caring, Train, Monitor, Empower, transmit knowledge. 
AMFA is concerned in Myanmar  in : Orthopaedic Surgery and Traumatologic surgery including spine deformity of 
children  (Scoliosis), Cardiac Surgery Adult and Children, Pediatrics, Anesthesia and Reanimation, Training of 
nurses for  operating rooms and ICU, engineering for operating room and intensive care units, Construction of 
Dispensaries and assistance to run them, Creation of a Workshop for Maintenance and repairs of medical 
equipments, Training a Burmese team of technicians and biotechnicians. AMFA is sending equipments and 
medecines to the Departments and Dispensaries she is involved in all material sent are coming from donations or 
recoveries.

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HEALTH CENTER IN THE DELTA AFTER NARGIS 
 
In May 2008 Cyclone Nargis swept through and destroyed totally the region of the Irrawaddy Delta, the rice bowl of 
Myanmar. Officially,136.000 victims, but more than 2 millions homeless,without care. 
The General Council of Calvados has kindly given a grant in 2008 to AMFA to rebuild an  HEALTH RURAL CENTER   in  
KYONEDAYAE   in  KAW MU district. Located two hours drive south of Yangon, the population served by this CENTER is 
about 20,000 people. Begun on October  2008.  The consultations were held on the19 th of april 2009. 
Pr Alain PATEL  and Pr ZAW WAI SOE  (orthopaedic surgeons), Dr. Michel BUNODIERE  (anesthesist) accompanied by 
two nurses who speak French and two Burmese doctors have treated 245 villagers in one day. Four patients were sent to 
Yangon for further investigations. 
During subsequent visits, two small Dispensaries dependent, in very poor condition and without any equipment requested 
to be renovated and rehabilitated. THANIN CHAN and KOE TAUNG  has a population of 7.500 inhabitants very poor and 
with no resources. AMFA  and the General Council of Calvados have decided to rehabilitate these 2  Dispensaries.

THE TWO HOSPITALS IN MYEICK 
 

MOTHER AND CHIDREN HOSPITAL 
End of 2006 the RAINBOW BRIDGE  Foundation, President  Franck DARGENT has completely renovated this Hospital  
and since, continue to sustain it.  
In 2009, the roof was entirely changed, the fronts painted and all the usual repairs done after the rainy season. 
An incinerator for garbage and one silo for sharps instruments were built.  
In 2007, 2.368 children admissions, in 2008, 3246  40% more. In 2009, 4467 children were treated, 1041 deliveries   
including 175 caesarean operations. 7.308 Mothers were treated including prenatal controls by clinical exams and 
ultrasonic.  
The success is obvious. The medical team is very qualified. Pediatricians, Gynecologists, Midwives, Nurses are very 
effective. Mrs A MON takes care of the children welcome, give them showers, pyjamas and watch them at the 
kindergarten made created specially for them. An AMFA  team assume the cleanliness of the crucial zone. 
RAINBOW BRIDGE is also taking care of the poor children badly injured and demanded an heavy treatment. 
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
GENERAL HOSPITAL  
In 2006 AMFA has designed and equipped the Operating Rooms and  the Recovery Rooms. Since then they are in 
perpetual use.  
In both Hospitals like in all the other ones supported by AMFA in Mynamar, the Biotechnicians from AMFA workshop in 
Yangon are coming, around  every two months to check and repair the equipments.    
 
These two Hospitals will take in charge not only the people of Myeick but also from the surroundings and now from the 
Dispensaries from the Archipelago islands.  
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              DISPENSARIES ON THE MYEICK ISLANDS

9 Dispensaries in 9 islands, initiated by AMFA and its Partners in accordance with the Medical authori ties  

will treat about 100,000 poor people. 
 

To supply these 9 islands with small equipments, medicine canteens, complementary medicines, small hardware, 
glasses, etc.. including  pressure cooker, the best  sterilizers. The boats are not everyday , they must comply with the tide. 
Built on the Pilot construction introduced in NAGPALI.  Books, daily registers, as the others Dispensaries, will be a link for 
each patient to know his condition and his treatment. Compile statistics on the diseases most common and most practiced 
care to adapt treatments to send.  
Dispensaries are treating : deliveries, small accidents, sores of all kinds, common disorders are diarrhea, gastroenteritis, 
malaria, dengue fever, bronchitis, diseases due to malnutrition, filariasis,  ascarioses, dermatologists infectious etc…. 
Statements of stock are maintained and expiry dates checked. A list of drugs has been established with their names 
translated into Burmese and dosage basis. 
Planning for another 4 Dipensaries ( THIT YAR WA, PITANG, YA TAUNG,CHAUNG GYI WA), is under study in order to 
start work in 2010 after the rainy season. The negociations with chiefs of village, authorizations, one month for orders  and 
three months of work forced us to this calendar. 
The German Embassy will take in charge one Dispensary.  
Professor Alain Patel has an agreement with Professor Kyaw Myint Naing, Chairman of the MMA (Myanmar Medical 
Association) to send Burmese doctors  in these islands. The AMFA funds it. It is the only NGO to invest, faithful to his 
credo: TO TREAT, TO CURE,TO  RELIEVE a population without, FORMING staff TRANSMITTING medical knowledge, 
and PROVIDE the EQUIPMENT.

AMFA established in 2004 in partnership with  the SANDOWAY RESORT the owners are OHMA and PIETRO ) a 
first Dispensary in NAGPALI  on the coast of the Bay of Bengal.  
This is a great success. It treats  free 24.000 patients a year. 
Opened in February 2005 but closed during the four months of the rainy season from June to October, nurses and 
doctors have seen 2,219 patients. In 2006 open all year 10,624 patients. In 2007,12 .473. In 2008  23.969 
patients. In 2009, NAGPALI , alone: 23.881 patients , 
In 2008, two satellite Dispensaries have been built on the same coast, further south. 
MAN SHWE LAY : 5.407 patients and MAW YONE: 853 patients in 2009. The figures speak for themselves. It was 
important to adapt, expand health care teams, open all week. Properly reward staff. 
The team is very competent, very solid, and very involved, which helped to open these 3 associated Dispensaries  
under the authority of the Nurse THIDAR (THIDARAYE SOE) Dr. YE LWIN,THET THET and  SAN NU SHWE. 
Another was established in TANDWE Hospital itself. 
These achievements are supported each time by the village chief. This is essential for its proper functioning and 
attendance. The only goal of AMFA is to treat the poor people.  
A nearby village was a candidate since two years: KYEE JEAU  YE . The success of this Dispensary should be  certain. 
The village chief said MAW YONE, the nearest Dispensary was  inaccessible in the rainy season which lasts 5 months. 
The population served is 6,800 people. 
2 small villages of 700 inhabitants depend on it.  
The construction of the Dispensary was supported by the Conseil Général du Calvados..  
Built on the AMFA Dispensary PILOT.  It includes a waiting room, treatment room, a delivery room, toilet, shower. Water 
is supplied by a well, electricity is provided by  a small generator. A columned porch provides shelter.The lists of 
necessary furniture, equipment and medicines have been established and standardized 

 
 
 
 

    TANDWE HOSPITAL 
 

On the Gulf coast of Bengal sea, AMFA helped the Tandwe Hospital (150 beds). It is on the west coast of Myanmar.  
This city is located inland, 35 km from the coast with heavy transport difficulties. 
AMFA had provided 2 operating rooms, 1 recovery room, a two beds of the intensive care unit fuly equipped including 
medical fluids, 1 dental room, 1 emergency room, 1 out patient room, 1 Xrays room. All rooms were built or renovated and 
fully equipped. a whelle with pump and tank was created and water is running 24/24 a day.  
Now AMFA is building a polyclinic for transmissible diseases ( Malaria, Leprosy, Tubercolosis and AIDS).  
The opening will take place in october 2010 just after the end of the rainy season.

Built by the Ministry of Health is a U-shaped building with 200 beds for cold surgery. and a small day surgery 
unit. There are three operating rooms septic and a room well isolated. Recovery rooms with 6 beds and 4 beds of  
ICU,  a central sterilization service. Built on the suburbs of the city opposite the Institute of Nursing and beside an 
hospital of 300 beds for general needs.  
Trauma Emergencies will continue to arrive at the  General Hospital  where AMFA had equipped a three floors 
building in 1997.  AMFA has equipped all operating rooms with lighting, remote controlled surgical tables, anaesthesia 
equipment, monitoring, diathermy, mobile X-ray machine,  stretchers, a complete  room of radiology with a remote 
table.  
Two containers were shipped and 14 biotechnicians missions took place in 2009;  
The teams MANDALAY GENERAL HOSPITAL early 2010 should settle in this new ORTHOPAEDIC HOSPITAL, 
providing instruments and implants of the old service.

   SCOLIOSIS 

 
Under the leadership of Prof. Patel and AMFA, the SCOLIOSIS project (severe deformities of the spine) began in 
2005. The challenge was important  because there had never been scoliosis surgery before in the country. This surgery is 
an heavy one and requires significant infrastructure to reduce complications. Operating time is approximately 7 to 8 hours 
Moreover anaesthesia is difficult and postoperative follow-up must be very strict. The tasks are always performed in pairs 
surgeon / anaesthetist. Two orthopaedic pediatrician surgeons : Pr. Jean-Luc JOUVE of La Timone Hospital in Marseille 
and Pr Jerôme SALES de GAUZY  from  the CHU of Toulouse, with their anaesthesiologists Dr Isabelle  SUPRANO and 
Dr Jean-François TRINCHERO have treated severe cases and focused on training the team of Professor ZAW WAI SOE. 
These missions are supported by  INTERNATIONAL SOS  for the management  and  MEDTRONIC for the gift of the  
expensive implants. These operations allow children and teenagers to come back in a more normal life.  
The high efficiency of the entire Burmese paramedical team is certainly in large part related to their training in France and 
essential for these surgical operations.  
The 26 children who had an operation come from  poor  backgrounds and could not be cured outside of these missions. 

 

 
CARDIAC SURGERY  
 

2009 in Mandalay, the Doctor WIN WIN, replaces Pr KHOEN SOE MOE who retired. Dr WIN WIN is a young woman 
of forty, active and motivated, good vascular surgeon, but little experience in cardiac surgery.  
Several missions every year are held by Pr Daniel LOISANCE, Dr NAKASHIMA ,from Cardiac Department of  
Surgery in  Henri Mondor Hospital and Anna BINI, nurse operating room. 
These visits allow  to train the whole team, medical and paramédical, to simple protocols  but strict and effective in 
local living conditions. The result of these visits is very positive: 60 patients underwent open heart, in excellent 
condition with excellent results despite the lack of equipment and technology support. Dr WIN WIN could achieve now 
alone with her team, procedures more and more complex.That is the proof that the type of aid provided by our Unit 
team is perfectly adapted. So the level, the French had fixed few years ago is reached. 
In 2010 we will have to confirm the considerable progress made in 2009! 
 

 
DERMATOLOGY 
 

In 2007 occurred the first two missions of DHF (Dermatologists Hors Frontière). In 2008, 3 missions and in 2009, 
6 missions took place. This cooperation is conducted on 2 sites where AMFA is involved in the operation of 
Dipensaries and Hopitals :  Tandwe on the Bay of Bengal and Myeick on the Andaman Sea.The 5 French 
dermatologists Beatrice KUHN, JP GAITZ, Florence SAMAIN, Sabrina FOURCADE, Dominique LEMARCHAND   
( the team will be 7 in 2010 ) were able to diagnose the most common pathologies. In every  mission these  lists are 
refined and allow to follow the patient or to point them out immediately to specialists. The example is SHWE EI TU , 
the little girl who has been taking in charge for her hypervascularization in Myeick.  
The Internet also allows from afar to treat the cases which they have symptoms and pictures but no diagnosis. 
Drugs canteens of TULIPE, are not specific to: vitiligo, tinea, scabies, abscesses, pruritus, prurigo infected, fungal 
they must buy on the spot or bring or send the  equivalent from France. 
No on-site laboratory, lack of equipment has sufficient skill to biopsies that must be made in France .. 
The goal of HFD is to teach doctors and nurses of Dispensaries  and Hospitals to diagnose and distribute topical. 



For them as for the AMFA's main concern is the prevention and cleanliness. With the collaboration of  the village 
chief, school mistresses, nurses, volunteers, Red Cross volunteers, firefighters they should submit a program. 
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       ORTHOPAEDIC SURGERY 
 
It began with the arrival in Garches Hospital  (AP-HP) for a year in 1978 of a young Burmese surgeon Dr MYO 
MYINT.He had a scholarship from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. He  will end his career as Rector of Yangon 
University and President of the MMA (Myanmar Medical Association). 
Then the  Professor Alain PATEL had been sent in an exploratory mission in 1980.  7 Burmese surgeons will 
come for a year training. Another 8 will come during the next  20 years. 
On AMFA proposal, young Burmese will go to specialize in Thailand with scholarship from the Thaï  Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs, (TICA). 
68 missions of French orthopaedic doctors went in Burma, 2 surgeons in Orthopédiatric. 
92 nurses of surgical operating  rooms came to specialize in France in the AP-HP, 
8 French nurses and supervisors  went in Burma. 
Professor Alain Patel is Professor of Orthopaedics of the Burmese University and Dr. Honoris Causa from the 
University of Yangon.  
After several teaching assignments, progress made by  AMFA has focused on the operating room organizations, 
methods of sterilization (autoclave) and internal fixation technics : intramedullary nailing of long bones, 
development of fixation of the ends by plates, treatment of open fractures by external fixation, introduction of knee 
arthroscopy, total hip  and knee replacements and scoliosis surgical corrections.   
In 2009 teams of Yangon and Mandalay are independent and can operate alone.. 
In 25 years  AMFA has advanced dramatically in orthopaedic surgery Burma with the support and collaboration of 
Professors MYO MYINT, SOE TUN, KAW MYINT NAING , ZAW WAI SOE and their assistants.

AMFA already involved in two hospitals in Myeick including the  Mother and Child Hospital and now in the establishment 
of Dispensaries on the islands of the  Myeick Archipelago, had decided to take care also on a medical plan, of the 
children of the Orphanage of Father BRUNO. 
The operation and future of the orphanage are provided by the Association APLOM founded by two generous donors 
from Marseille, ALBERT   and YOLANDE BAUSSAN  . 
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        MEDICAL EQUIPMENT  
 

We want to remind than 182 Burmese nurses came to France to specialize on the French courses of IBODE 
(Assistance Publique- Hopitaux de Paris) and are now the heads of many units in their country. 
The technicians in Biomedical came to train their Burmese  colleagues and created the Atelier de Maintenance. They 
also check, assemble and repair all the medical equipments.  
They are doing it in their spare time, with no salary, very often on their time of vacations. 
They are also helping to choose the equipments which could be available for Myanmar and checked each of it before 
the shipment. Then go to Myanmar to put in on.  
AMFA is an Association agreed by CAMAD (Direction of Assistance Publique). Therefore it can collect all the 
equipments which are not useful anymore for the Hospitals because of renovation. From Lariboisière Hospital, La 
Pitiè Salpétrière Hospital, Cochin Hospital, Kremlin Bicêtre Hospital, the equipments have been deconnected, revised, 
selectionned, stocked, wrapped up and sent by container for the Hospitals sustained by AMFA.

OUR  HISTORY IN  MYANMAR 

 
In 1978 the French government to thank for the safe of the French Ambassador’s wife (who was killed in the 
same accident on the road to Bagan) ,accepts to receive in the Garches Hospital the 3 people who cured her. 
Alain Patel was hosted these 3 doctors.  
The start of a cooperation begins on the base of doctors exchanges. 
In 1993, a Memorandum of understanding  ( MOU ) has been signed between AMFA and the Ministry of Health 
of Myanmar for a medical cooperation.  
In 1996 an extension of the MOU has foreseen the implementation of an Emergency Trauma Receiving Centre.  
A huge quantity of heavy equipments for orthopaedic surgery, anaesthesia, emergencies, radiology, 
hospitalization.. has been sent by sea containers. All these materials have been set up on site by Technicians.  
In the same time, AMFA has started organizing the training of the medical Staff in  different hospitals  
- training during one year in the AP-HP ( Assistance Public-Hospitals ) of Paris of operating room and ICU 
  Nurses ( 190 Burmeses) .  
- training of junior orthopaedist Surgeons during one year in France,( 3 junior surgeons and 3 seniors).  
- training of senior orthopaedist Surgeons during 1 or 2 months in France, 
- training on site of the Staff by French Specialists. 
Within the end of year 2001, 3 junior Surgeons and 3 senior Surgeons will have been trained in France 
By  2000 a new MOU, AMFA has agreed to help 5 regional hospitals : MONOYA, LEISHU, TANDGY, PEGU, 
MYISHINA and especially their intensive cares units. Equipment had be donated  
In 2006 we opened two hospitals in Myeick (south of country) :one for Mother and Child of: 100 beds 
one building for operating room and ICU : 5 theatres and 8 ICU beds with electricity and water supply. 
We start in 2003 a cardiac surgery program in Mandalay and Yangon : French cardiac surgeons missions 
French cardiologist missions; Training of nurses for OT and ICU.  
Total equipment renovation of three provincial hospitals Myishina, Tandwee, Sittwee. 
Opening a dispensary for poor people in Nagpali (near Tandwee)  
 In 2006, in collaboration with TICA (Thailand Ministry of Foreign Affairs), 6 Burmese specialists went 3 months 
in Bangkok to work and learn speciality in hospitals. 
In 2007 AMFA opened a medical Workshop for maintenance and repair of medical equipment. The repair 
equipment was installed by AMFA and every two months French technicians are on site to train 5 burmese 
workers. 
In 2008 The  great project was to install in the Nagpali’s Bay and on the Myeick Islands 13 new Dispensaries;  
In 2009 We developped this program. It is nearly done.  
We renovate the Orthopaedic aisle of the Children Hospital in Yangon 
In 2009 The new Othopaedic Hospital in Mandalay was equiped by Amfa for  680.000 US dollars 
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
